· Labs (Zhiling) - The syllabus lists topics for 10 Labs for the course; however, it seems that there are only 9 available to me and besides they do not quite match the list given on the syllabus. However, All the labs are well organized with prelab, inlab and postlab exercises.

· Project (Shlomo)

· Exams (Nazli) - The exams cover the material specified in the syllabus. There are no graded exams in the package. So, there was no way to judge how much the feedback is given to the students in the graded exams. The approved outline, that we processed for ABET had two "suggested" items on it:

· adding one more midterm - Currently it is not in the syllabus.

· Having programming questions in exam. - Currently it is not.
