Computer science advising guidelines for students in engineering and science 
The relationship between the various introductory computer science courses is illustrated below. Note that any one of CS 105, CS 115, CS 116, or CS 201 will satisfy the University’s general education requirement in computer science.

“CS-related” Degrees – Computer Science, Computer Information Systems, Computer Engineering, Electrical Engineering, Internet Communications, Applied Mathematics, Business with Applied Science, Biomedical Engineering with specialization in Medical Imaging or Neural Engineering, and any student planning on a minor in a Computer Science area..











For “Non-CS-related” Degrees – All other students take CS 105. CS 105 is a terminal course; all other Computer Science courses require the CS 115/116 sequence.

Advanced placement credit in computer science is awarded as follows:

· A exam score of 3 or 4: Credit for CS 115 (2 hours). Satisfies the general education requirement in computer science. Placement into CS 116 if the student seeks additional course work in computer science.

· A exam score of 5: Credit for CS 115 and CS 116 (4 hours). Satisfies the general education requirement in computer science. Placement into CS 331 if the student seeks additional course work in computer science.

· AB exam score of 3 or 4: Credit for CS 115 and CS 116 (4 hours). Satisfies the general education requirement in computer science. Placement into CS 331 if the student seeks additional course work in computer science.

· AB exam score of 5: Credit for CS 115, CS 116 and CS 331 (7 hours). Satisfies the general education requirement in computer science. Placement into 3xx level CS courses if the student seeks additional course work in computer science.

Students with significant programming skills in Java. CS 115 is waived,


but no credit is given
