1. What is the output of the following code:

season = 4
switch season
case 1
 disp(‘Season is Winter’);

case 2
 disp(‘Season is Spring. ’);
case 3
 disp(‘Season is Summer. ’);
case 4
 disp(‘Season is Fall. ’);
otherwise
 disp(‘Season is Invalid. ’);
end
2. Examine the following code:

if b1 == b2
 disp(‘b1 and b2 are the same.’);

else if a1 == a2
 disp(‘a1 and a2 are the same.’);

     else 
disp(‘b1 is not the same as b2, and a1 is not the same as a2’);
      end

end
a. Assign values to b1, b2, a1,and 2 such that ‘b1 and b2 are the same.’ is displayed.

b. Assign values to b1, b2, a1,and 2 such that ‘a1 and a2 are the same.’is displayed.

c. Assign values to b1, b2, a1,and 2 such that ‘b1 is not the same as b2’, and a1 is not the same as a2.” is displayed.

d. Can a1 and a2 be the same and the code not display ‘a1 and a2 are the same’?

3. Write a program that prompts the User for a number.  Use a switch/case statement to determine if the number is a 10, 20 , 30 , or 40.  If it is one of those numbers, display which number was entered.  If it is any other number, display the number that was entered plus display an error message.  After the switch case, if the number is either 30 or 40, display the message “Lower values required.”

4. Write a program that prompts the User for a string.  Use a switch/case statement to determine which month of the year the User entered.  If the User entered a string that does not look like a month, display an error message.  For the month entered, display the Season generally associated with that month.
